What is air pollution and
how does it affect me?

Air pollution is a combination of ground-level ozone
and particle pollution. When inhaled, it can have
negative impacts on your health. However, there are
simple steps you can take to reduce air pollution.

Ground-level ozone is a colorless, odorless
gas produced when emissions from gasoline
powered engines mix with sunlight.

Particle Pollution comes from sources like wood
burning, diesel and gasoline powered engines,
factories, and power plants. This matteris also
known as PM 2.5, and can get deep into the lungs.
